RECOMMENDATIONS
R17: The City should consider adopting a policy to promulgate, enforce and promote a
daytime curfew.

Response:  The City of El Cerrito has implemented this recommendation. The City of
El Cerrito Municipal Code ordinance 10.70.020 establishes a daytime curfew with the
intent of reducing truancy and daytime juvenile crime.
